HUSBAND'S NOTES:

Abraham De La Noy was descended from Gillebert De Lannoy, the crusader, (1386-1462), of Belgium.
His line went to Holland from whence our Abraham DelLaNoy came. He was married in Haarlem, Holland
to Maria Lubberts on 29 Jun 1642. She was born there 22 Aug 1622, the daughter of Arents

and Marritie (Macque) Lubberts. In 1651, Abraham and Maria came to New Amsterdam from Holland
with two small sons.

He was in charge of a consignment of merchandise to transportto the new world, and continued in the
trade business until his death.

His brother Peter followed him to New York City and became a leader and mayor of that Dutch
community.

Abraham also served as a burger master and for 330 Beavers purchased a house on Brower's Street, not
far from Fort Amsterdam. Just ten years after arriving, he died in New York.

On 18 Mar 1663 Maria married an old friend and neighbor, Mr. Frederick Gysbertszen Vanden Berg.
Abraham Jr. became the village schoolmaster, and was well known for his paintings of early Dutch
families in New York,

Pieter Groenendyck was born in 1645 in Holland and came from Serven Haagken to the New World in
1670, where on November 1, he was commissioned an officer of the Colonies under the Duke of York.
Peter took up residence with 40 other colonists at a place on the west side of Delaware Bay called the
Whore Kill.

Here he was licensed to trade with the Indians and in Dec. 1672 was granted a license to trade for skins
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and furs in Maryland alsc. He owned a sloop in which he sailed back and for to New Amsterdam (NYC).
Peter carried messages to and from officials, cargos of goods for his neighbors to be traded and sold in
New York City for supplies and he also transported passengers.

Countless court records concerning his trading have been found. On 29 Mar 1673 a warrant was issued,
stating 'To fetch back Peter Groenendyke-alias Smith, very lately departed NYC where he stands
accused of several misdemeanors. If found he is to be delivered into the custody of the sheriff.

On 18 April 1673 the trial of Peter was recorded for the seduction of two young girls, Annetie Blanck and
Maria DeLanoy. Both girls were with child by him and each having sued to become married to him.

The Court ruled that because he falsified his faith to both with the promises of marriage, that he was unfit
to marry either one of them and was instead ordered to pay each one, 150 beaver skins, and a court fine.
For an unknown reason Peter had become convinced to marry one girl anyway so on 16 May 1673 he
was married to Miss Maria DeLanoy. She was born 15 July 1652 in New York, daughter of Abraham and
Maria (Lubberts) DelLanoy.

Although Peter owned 5 houses in NYC, he still seemed to travel a great deal as his records soon after
that date are found in various locations along the eastern seaboard.

Their first child was baptized in NYC Dutch Reformed Church, on the same day {9 July 1673) and place
as the baptism of his illegitimate son, and both sons were named Cornelius,

On 13 Nov 1679 Peter was granted 413 acres in Delaware that he named 'New Seaven Haven'. On 21
Dec 1680 he bought a large and important tract of land called '‘Gooseberry’ on 4 Feb 1681 he bought six
hundred acre plantation called ‘'Jenneway".

Then on 21 Feb 1681 was granted one thousand acres, all located in Kent County Delaware. He
probably had tenants farming most of these lands, but his records indicate that his primary crop was
tobacco.

His Jenneway Plantation consisted mainly of fruit archards. Though all of his children were baptized in
New Yaork City, the last son was born in Delaware and taken to NYC for his baptism.

Since Peter was a trader all of his life and had many residences in both colonies, it is most probable that
his wife mainly stayed in NYC where there was a larger population.

Peter's son Johannes was also a man of adventure, he was among the first to travel in the wilderness of
Northern New York trying to establish peace with the Indians. He was a merchant and trader in
Schenectady, NY, and once sheriff of Albany, NY.

Maria was still alive in 1699, her death date unkown. Peter died in 1702, age 57 in Kent Co., Delaware.

OBITUARY:

John Groendyke entered into rest at the home of his daughter, Mrs. Wm_ L. Butler, in Monmouth, IL,
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Saturday afternoon, September 28, 1912, aged 86 years 3 months and 3 days.

His remains, accompanied by Mr. and Mrs. Wm. L. Butler, Mr. and Mrs. W. H. Darr, of Maonmouth; Simon
Powelson, of Canton, and John A. Johnsan of Rocky Ford CO were brought to Raritan Monday afternoon
and interred in the local cemetery.

21, 1942, aged 64 years, 9 months and 19 days.

NOTES:

John and Ella started their married life on a farm northeast of Ogallah that was located 2 miles west of
AV Hixson. On march 14, 1908, John purchased 80 acres northeast of WaKeeney and moved to
WaKeeney on April 12, 1909. Their home for 22 years was the stone house built by Albert Warren which
was built sometime in 1878. Mr. Warren was one of the founders of WaKeeney. The stone for this house.
was obtained from a quarry north of town. The original home was a two story L shaped home with a
porch on the south side and haif of the west side. The home was nicely landscaped with a curved drive in
front of the home. A sidewalk with cedar trees on both sides, led to the front door from the middle of the
curved drive. A gazebo was located just east of the home. The outhouse was to the north. The stone
house was built before the days of electricity and running water. Electricity was probably added when it
came to WaKeeney in 1910. The windmill to the west of the house provided water. Heat was all with
wood stoves. At one time it was a two-story house but a chimney fire in 1925 burned the top floor. All of
the furniture and belongings to the lower part of the house were saved. This fire occurred while Eva and
Luretta were in College of Emporia. Grace Robords roomed with John and Ella when she came to
WaKeeney from Mound Valley, KS to teach at the WaKeeney grade schoot in 1917. In November of
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1931, William L. Butler and his wife Sarah H. Butler {who had lost everything in the 1929 stock market
crash, moved to the stone house of her nephew. John and Ella did everything for them through his tast
ilness. William died March 15, 1932 and Sarah passed away at Larned on December 16, 1932.

In 1930 John and Ella built 2 new home in the same yard in front of the stone house. It was said that Ella
was a very prissy woman. She wanted everything meat and in its place. She wanted her house kept
clean. This seems to have been a conflict as John was always out working with cattle and often came in
with manure and mud on his clothes and boots. Larry remembers in their house John never wore his
boots. He always kept leather house slippers at the back door and wore them all the time in the house.
OBITUARY:

John Groendyke Hixson was born August 27, 1871 at Raritan, IL, and died at the Trego-Lemke Hospital
in WaKeeney, KS, July 2, 1953. He was the son of Abraham V. Hixson and resided in IL with his parents
until they became homesteaders in 1886 coming to live on a farm northeast of Ogallah, KS.

On December 12, 1899, he was united in marriage with Miss Ella Marquand, alsc a member of a pioneer
Kansas family. To them four children were born: Brom D. Hixson who resides in WaKeeney, KS and has
been associated with his father in his father in his farming operations from the past twenty-five years;
Luretta M. Larue, who lives in Hays, KS and Eva B. Richardson, now living in Lansing, MIl. One son died
in infancy. Mr. Hixson was privileged to see his family extended to ten grandchildren and four great
grandchildren, all living. One sister, Mrs. Myrt Howe resides at Medford, OR.

The family home was moved to the site of the present residence in the spring of 1909 and there for these
many years Mr. Hixson has engaged in the business of dealing in live-stock and farming. There, too, his
friendly advice and counsel have been sought by many of his fellow citizens interested in the same
problems and always freely given.

He became a member of the WaKeeney Presbyterian Church on March 6, 1904, and has been an
integral part of that organization ever since, serving on the board of Trustees continuously from 1811
through 1944 always ready to do his part and carry his share of the load. Each Sunday found both him
and Mrs. Hixson in their place for Sunday School and worship service.

Mr. Hixson served his community in many ways. He was for twenty years a member of the board for
School District # 1, and was one of the original board of the Trego county Fair. He was deeply interested
in the building and the success of the Trego-Memorial Hospital and could always be counted on to lend
his hand to any enterprise that contributed to the betterment of this community where he spent so many
years of his life.

With the passing of John Hixson, another one of the fast diminishing generation is gone from us, who with
the courage and pioneering spirit of a day now gone by, came to these prairies and has carved out of
them homes and a lasting prosperity which was only a dream when they arrived on the scene.

OBITUARY:

Late last week word was received of the death of William H. Howe at Salida, CO, by his brother-in-law, J.
G. Hixson, of this city. Will Howe was very well and favorably known to the residents of Trego county and
WakKeeney having lived here since his boyhood.

He was born in Tiskilwa, IL, in 1874, and moved with his parents to the western part of Trego county in
1880, where he resided until January 1, 1905, when he moved to WaKeeney to take charge of his
father's furniture business at that place. After the death of his father in 1909, he sold the store and moved
to Delta, CO, and again entered the furniture business. Early in 1913 he left Delta for Salida, CO and
resided there until his death.
