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ECLIPSES, AND TRANSTT OF MERCURY,

IN THE YEAR 1845.

There will be four eclipses this year—two of the

Sun and two of the Moon, and a transit of Mercury
across the Sou's disk.

I. The Sun will be eclipsed on Ihe Gth of May, in

the morning, invisible throughout the greater portion

of the United Slates, but purtly visible in the north-

eastern parts. At Bosion, the sun will rise 5 17 digits

eclipsed on the northern limb, at 4h. 51m. and the

eclipse will end at 5h. 18m. At N. Yoi k the sun will

rise 2.23 digits eclipsed, at 4h. 54m. and the eclipse

will end at 5h. 6m. The eclipse will be invisible in

the southern and western States ; but visible in Green-
land, in the British Islands, in tho greater part of
Europe, and in part of Asia.

II. There will be a transit of the planet Mercury
across the southern limb of the sun, on the 8th of M iv,

visible throughout America. Duration of the transit

6h. 29m.
III. The Moon will be eclipsed at the time of her

full, on the 21st of May, in the morning, invisible in
America.

IV. The Sun will be eclipsed at the time of New
Moon, on the 30lh of October, in the evening, invisi-

ble in America; but visible in Australia and in New
Zealand. It will he central and annular on the meri-
dian in longitude 172 dng. 42m. east from Greenwich,
and latitude 75 i\cg 39m. south.

V. The Mt>on will be eclipsed on the l3ih of No-
vember, in the evening, visible. Beginning of the
eclipse at Hntlord, 6h. 20m., ending 9b. 38m. Du-
ration ot the eclipse, 3li. 18rn.

Venus will be morning star until May 16th, then
evening star until March 23d, 1846.

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The receipts from the Fund, the last year, amounted
to $132,140 47— the disbursements to $122,425 90.

—

The whole number of children returned, between the

ages of 4 and 16 years, was 84.303 ; and two entire

School Societies, which, last year returned 895 chil-

dren, made no returns. The amount divided to each
child has been one dollar and forty cents. The total

amount divided to Schools during the forty-seven

years in which the Fund has drawn interest $2,962,-

922 33.

The Report states that applications, the past year,

for loans from the Fund have not been diminished
;

but the increase has far exceeded in amount the addi-

tional funds which have been on hand for re-invest-

ment. The loans of the last fiscal year have been
$77,931 04.

The Western Reserve Lands in Ohio were sold the

2d Sept. 1795, by the State, for $1,200,000. The avails

were secured by the bonds of the purchasers on inter-

est at 6 per cent. The interest for the two first years

was remitted by the Legislature; so that the debts car-

ried interest from the 2d of September, 1797.

Saturn may be favorably observed about the
20th of August. Throughout the month of Feb-
ruary, Mars and Jupiter will be in close prox-
imity to each other, particularly on the 15th and
16th of the month.

For each additional ounce, or an excess greater than
a half ounce, ------ l cent.

For any other newspaper, sent over 30, and not more
than 100 miles, or any distance within the same
State, ------- l cent
Sent over such distance, - -lucent
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THE FRANKING PRIVILEGE.

1. The President, Ex-Presidents, and Mrs. Madison
and Mrs. Harrison, retain the franking privilege as

regulated by former laws.

2. The Vice President, Members of Congress, and
delegates from Territories,

May transmit public documents free during their

official terms.

May send and receive free, letters, newspapers, or

packets, weighing under two ounces, during the ses-

sion of Congress, and for thirty days before the com-
mencement and thirty days after the close of any ses-

sion,

May receive letters free, not weighing over two
ounces, during the recess. This does not include the
interval from the close of one Congress to the com-
mencement of the next.

May transmit free written letters from themselves
the whole year—that is, from sixty days before the
commencement of any session until the meeting of the
next Congress.

3. The Secretaiy of the Senate and Clerk of the
House of Representatives,

May send free public documents during their official

terms.

May send and receive free letters, newspapers, and
packages, not weighing over two ounces, during the
session of Congress, and for thirty days before and after.

May send free letters written by themselves during
their official terms

4. The Governors of States may send free the laws,
records, and documents of the legislature to the Gov-
ernors of other States.

5. The three Assistant Postmasters General,
May send free letters, packages, or other matters re-

lating exclusively to their official duties or the business
of the Post Office Department.

, May receive all such letters and documents as relate

to their own duties or that of the department, and have
the postages remitted at the city post office.

6. Deputy postmasters may send free all such letters
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and packages as may relate exclusively to the business

of their respective offices, and may have allowed all

postages paid or charged to them in the settlement of

their accounts.

7. Exchange newspapers between editors pass free.

8. Editors or publishers of newspapers may send
their papers free within thirty miles of the place of
publication.

9. Communications addressed to the officers of the

government, heretofore having the franking privilege,

touching the business of their respective offices, are

to be paid out of the contingent fund provided for their

offices, or out of the treasury.

NEWSPAPER SUBSCRIPTIONS, &C.

All Postmasters are forbidden to send money to prin-

ters, under his frank, and the following regulation is

substituted, viz: Money may be left with a Postmaster,

(in no instance exceeding $10) for the purpose of be-
ing paid to distant publishers, if said publishers shall

so desire. The Postmaster may retain 1 per cent., and
give his receipt for the balance, which will be paid to

the publisher by the Postmaster where payable, he also

deducting 1 per cent, commission.
No packet, weighing more than three, pounds, can

be sent by mail, nor bound books of any size, except
books sent by Governors of States.

ECLIPSES IN THE YEAR 1847.
There will be four Eclipses this year, two of

the Sun, and two of the Moon, all of them invis-

ible to us, as follows :

I. The first will be a small eclipse of the Moon,
March 31, at 4h. 27m. P. M., ending a short

time before the Moon rises—therefore invisible.

II. The second will be of the Sun, April 15,

at lh. 32m. in the morning, invisible.

III. The third will be of the Moon, Septem-
ber 24, at 9h. 36m. in the morning, therefore in-
visible.

IY. The fourth will be of the Sun, October
9, at 4h. 17m. in the morning, to us invisible ;

but at or near the city of Paris, this eclipse will

be annular at about 8 o'clock in the morning, ap-
parent time at Paris, exhibiting a most beautiful

appearance. About eighty years ago, calcula-

tions of all the eclipses which were to happen in

France until the end of the 19th century were
made to gratify the French king, who was anx-
ious to know if a total or annular eclipse of the
sun would happen ; when it was found the only
one during that period, would be the eclipse of
October 9th, 1847. During the same period we
may eount at least seven eclipses in the United
States, of the required description, viz., the
eclipses of 1791, 1806, 1831, 1834, 1838,1854,
and1875 '

Venus will be Evening Star until October 3d,
thence Morning Star till July 1848. Jupiter may
be favorably observed the first four months of
the year, also in the month of December ; Sat-
urn the last four months of the year ; and Mars
the last three months of the year.

For any pamphlet, or other matter of every kind,

that is "transmissible by mail''' and has no written com -

munication, of one ounce or less, or for a newspaper
exceeding 19,000 square inches of surface, - 2 cents.

For each additional ounce, or an excess greater than
a half ounce, --.*---. 1 cent.

For any other newspaper, sent over 30, and not more,
than 100 miles, or any distance within the same
State, -_-_---! cent.

Sent over such distance, - - - \\ cent.
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THE FRANKING PRIVILEGE.

1. The President, Ex-Presidents, and Mrs. Madison,
and Mrs. Harrison, retain the franking privilege as

regulated by former laws.

2. The Vice President, Members of Congress, and
delegates from Territories,

May transmit public documents free during their

official terms.

May send and receive free, letters, newspapers, or

packets, weighing under two ounces, during the ses-

sion of Congress, and for thirty days before the com-
mencement and thirty days after the close of any ses-

sion,

May receive letters free, not weighing over two
ounces during the recess. This does not include the

interval from the close of one Congress to the com-
mencement of the next.

May transmit free, written letters from themselves
the whole year—that is, from sixty days before the
commencement of any session until the meeting of the
next Congress.

3. The Secretary of the Senate and Clerk of the
House of Representatives,

May send free public documents during their official

terms.

May send and receive free letters, newspapers, and
packages, not weighing over two ounces, during the
session of Congress, and for thirty days before and after.

May send free, letters written by themselves during
their official terms.

4. The Governors of States may send free the laws,

records, and documents of the legislature to the Gov-
ernors of other States.

5. The three Assistant Postmasters Genera],
May send free, letters, packages, or other matters re-

lating exclusively to their official duties or the business
of the Post Office Department.
May receive all such letters and Documents as relate

to their own duties or that of the department, and have
the postage remitted at the city post office.

6. Deputy postmasters may send free, all such letters

and packages as may relate exclusively to the business
of their respective offices, and may have allowed all

postages paid or charged to them irf the settlement of

their accounts.

7. Exchange newspapers between editors pass free.

8. Editors or publishers of newspapers may send
their papers free within thirty miles of the place of

publication.

9. Communications addressed to the officers of the
government, heretofore having the franking privilege,

touching the business of their respective offices, are

to be paid out of the contingent fund provided for their

offices, or out of the treasury.

NEWSPAPER SUBSCRIPTIONS, &C.

All Postmasters are forbidden to send money to

printers under his frank, and the following regulation

is substituted, viz : Money may be left with a Postmas-
ter, (in no instance exceeding $10,) for the purpose of

being paid to distant publishers, if said publishers shall

so desire. The Postmaster may retain 1 per cent., and
give his receipt for the balance, wiiich will be paid to

the publisher by the Postmaster where payable, he also

deducting 1 per cent., commission.
No packet, weighing more than three pounds, can

be sent by mail, nor bound books of any size, except
books sent by Governors of States.

182 AMENDMENTS TO THE CONSTITUTION.

Proposed Amendments to the Constitution of mf*
State ; ordered to be continued to the next General
Assembly.

" That there shall be one stated session of the Gen-
eral Assembly, to be holden in each year alternately at

Hartford and New Haven, on the first Wednesday of
December, and at such other times as the General As-
sembly shall judge necessary. The session holden on
the first Wednesday of December, 1848, shall be holden
at Hartford. On special emergencies or in case of dan-
ger, the person administering the office of Governor
may convene the General Assembly as is now provided
by the Constitution.

"The Governor of this state shall hold his office for

«me year from the first Wednesday of December next
succeeding his election, and until his successor be
duly qualified : and the Governor, Lieutenant Gover-
nor, members of the General Assembly, Treasurer, Sec-

retary and Comptroller who may be appointed by the

electors in April, 1848, or by the General Assembly in

May, 1848, may hold their offices until the first Wed-
nesday of December, 184S; and all the officers ap-

pointed by the General Assembly or either branch
thereof, at their session in May, 1848, who by the
Constitution are to be appointed annually, shall hoM
their offices until the 20th day of January, 1849.

"The persons who hold the office of Sheriff in the
several counties on the second day of June, 1848, shall,

unless otherwise removed, hold their said offices till

the first day of January next after their respective

terms of office would expire by virtue of the existing

provisions of the Constitution.
" That the annual meetings of the electors for the elec-

tion of the several officers by them to be chosen at any
annual elector's meeting shall be holden on the first

Monday of November in each year, and not on the first

Monday of April in each year ; and all the proceedings
respecting returns, canvassing and counting votes now
required by the Constitution to be had in the month of
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April, shall hereafter be had in the month of Novem-
ber. And the General Assembly shall have power to

enact laws providing for the election of Representa-

tives at some time subsequent to the first Monday in

November, in all cases when it shall so happen that the

electors in any town shall fail on that day to elect the

Representative or Representatives to which such town
shall be by law entitled."

" Every male citizen of the United States, who shall

have attained the age of twenty-one years, who shall

have resided in this state for a term of one year next
preceding, and in the town in which he may offer him-
self to be admitted to the privileges of an elector, at

least six months next preceding the time he may so

offer himself, and shall sustain a good moral character,

shall on taking such oath as may be prescribed by law,
be an elector."

" The several towns in this state shall annually ap-

point, by a majority ofthe votes of all the electors pres-

ent, residing therein, and qualified to vote in the
choice of Representatives therein, a sufficient number
of Justices of the Peace within the same, at such time
and in such manner as shall by law be prescribed."

" The Judges of Probate shall severally be appointed
by the electors residing in the several Probate Dis-

tricts, and qualified to vote for Representatives therein,

in such manner as shall be prescribed by law."

SIMPLE INTEREST AT SIX PER CENT.
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ECLIPSES IN TEAR 1848.
I. March 5. Sun eclipsed. Nearest approach of cen-

ters at 7 57 A. M. At most places in the State, this

eclipse, if visible at all, will be perceptible, I think, only
by very close observation. The greatest probability of
seeing an eclipse, will be near the northern boundary of
the State.

For a single letter, not exceeding half an ounce, (avoir-

dupois,) sent not exceeding 300 miles, 5 cents.

Sent over 300 miles, 10 cents.

For every half ounce, and any excess over every half
ounce, the same rates of postage; and when advertised,

two cents on each letter, or four cents, if advertising
costs so much additional.

For drop letters, (not to be mailed,) each 2 cents.

For any printed circular, handbill or advertisement un-
sealed, sent any distance, 2 cents.

For any pamphlet, or other matter of every kind, that

is "transmissible by mail'' and has no written communi-
cation, of one ounce or less, or for a newspaper exceeding
19,000 square inches of surface, 2 cents.
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For each additional ounce, or an excess greater than a
half ounce, 1 cent.

For any other newspaper, sent over 30, and not more
than 100 miles, or any distance within the same State,

1 cent.

Sent over such distance, l£ cent.

THE FRANKING PRIVILEGE.

The President, Ex-Presidents, and Mrs. Madison, and
Mrs. Harrison, retain the franking privilege as regulated

by former laws.

The Vice President, Members of Congress, and Del-
egates from Territories, may transmit public documents
free during their official terms.

The Secretary of the Senate and Clerk of the House
of Representatives, may send free public documents dur-
ing their official terms.

Deputy postmasters may send free, all such letters and
packages as may relate exclusively to the business of
their respective offices, and may have allowed all posta-

ges paid or charged to them in the settlement of their

accounts.

Exchange newspapers between editors pass free.

Editors or publishers of newspapers may send their

papers free within thirty miles of the place of publication.

NEWSPAPER SUBSCRIPTIONS, &C.

All Postmasters are forbidden to send money to prin-
ters under his frank, and the following regulation is sub-
stituted, viz: Money may be left with a Postmaster, (in
no instance exceeding $10,) for the purpose of being
paid to distant publishers, if said publishers shall so de-
sire. The Postmaster may retain 1 per cent., and give
his receipt for the balance, which will be paid to the pub-
lisher by the Postmaster where payable, he also deduct-
ing 1 per cent., commission.
No packet, weighing more than three pounds, can be

sent by mail, nor bound .books of any size, except books
sent by Governors of States.

From the annual report of the Quarter Master General to the

General Assembly, it appears that the expenses of the department
for the year ending with the month of March last, have been
$823 78. One hundred and twenty-five muskets and seventy

rifles have been distributed to the militia during the past year, and
ninety-six muskets and thirty-nine rifles have been received into

the arsenal from the militia. In addition to the ordinance and
arms now deposited in the State Arsenal, there is in the posses-
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ision of the militia of the State, 14 six and three pound brass
guns; 28 six and 1 three pound iron guns; 6684 muskets ; 413
rifles; 130 pistols, and 45 sabres.

Extract from Military Law, passed 1847.

"All persons, except commissioned or warrant officers and
members of uniform companies duly organized, may annually

Commute for military duty by paying to the collector of State tax-

es in the town in which he resides the sum of one dollar between
the first day of January and first day of May. Such Collector

shall give duplicate receipts therefor, and such receipts or his

return thereof shall be the sole evidence of such exemption."
" Any person subject to military duty who shall have been en-

rolled and duly notified thereof, who shall neither volunteer into

some uniformed company nor pay to the collector of State taxea
the commutation of one dollar, as is provided in the preceding sec-

tion of this act, shall pay a fine of four dollars, to be recovered
by warrant from the commanding officer of the regiment in the
limits of which such person resides."

There shall be paid, for services rendered annually, to every
commissioned and non commissioned officer, musician and pri-

vate, for every day actually on duty at any parade required by
law, not to exceed one dollar and fifty cents each.

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On the 6th of September, 1781, at the dawn of day, a

numerous British fleet appeared at the mouth of New
London harbor, and soon after, landed on each side of

the river, about 1000 men. The division in Groton
under command of Col. Eyre. The militia which had
been stationed at Forts Griswold and Trumbull, were
discharged a few days previously, u their times being
out." This unfortunate fact being known by the enemy
in New York, the notoriously infamous Benedict
Arnold, proposed and commanded the expedition.

Col. Ledyard, who commanded Fort Griswold, was in

New London when the fleet first appeared, and on
taking leave of a friend when about to pass over the

river, said to him, " I will retain possession of the fort

or perish." In the mean time
5
all the able, citizens of

the village of Groton, and some from the neighboring
towns, repaired to the fort, with strong arms and stouter

hearts, to the number of about 120. The enemy having
landed, about two miles from the fort, made a rapid
approach, and demanded its surrendry, which was
promptly refused ; the storming soon commenced, and
the British were repulsed. Unfortunately the standard
was cut away by a chance shot, and the enemy suppo-
sing the fort had surrendered, returned ; who meet-
ing an unexpected opposition, became more furious,

broke through the palisades, which were very rotten,

and the parapets being very low, the citizens poorly
armed, and vastly outnumbered by the assailants, the

fort was taken, after a resistance, under the circum-
stances, almost unparalleled. Major Montgomery, who
commanded the storming party, approached Colonel
Ledyard, saying, " who commands this fort ?" The
Colonel replied, " I did, but you do now" at the same
time presenting the hilt of his sword. The Briton
took it and immediately ran it through the Colonel's

breast. Captain Peter Richards, of New London, who
was near, immediately cut the ruthless Major down,
and was soon after killed himself. Then commenced
a ferocious and general slaughter of the Americans,
who had surrendered. A few concealed themselves
behind the chimneys of the barracks, and more fled
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into the magazine, and were thus saved, by the fear

of the enemy of being blown up, if they were fired

upon. In this savage onslaught, sixty-one British and
seventy-eight of our citizens were killed, and many
wounded.

The New London Gazette of the day, stated the num."
ber of volunteers in the fort to be 120, consisting prin-

cipally of heads of families. There was also a sergeant's

guard of militia, who made their escape from Fort
Trumbull. The conflagration of Groton and New Lon-
don followed the massacre. The enemy then buried

their dead, and embarked on board their fleet, accom-
panied by the execrations of the widows and orphans
made desolate and miserable by their barbarity. It was
an act of infamy and savage ferocity, the remembrance
of which will be as durable as the walls of the monu-
ment.

Pyramids, obelisks, and other magnificent structures

have from earliest time been erected in commemora-
tion of men distinguished for -their eminent patriotism,

bravery, philanthropy or wisdom, not as a savory unc-
tion to the dead, but that the youth of succeeding gen-
erations might thereby be excited to emulate the virtues

of their ancestors. With this object in view, the mon-
ument on Mount Ledyard, on Groton Heights, was
built, and may remain unshaken for thousands of years,

growing more and more interesting in its tale of glory

and woe", to beholders in all future time.
