There will be Four Eclipses this year : two of the

Sun, and two of the Moon. | O -j ^VCl I C
The'first will be a greater eclipse of the Sun, than

has happened in the United States, since the year
1806, on the 12th of February. If the atmosphere
should be clear, it is probable that several of the fix-

ed stars will be seen. The planet Venus 12 deg\ 45
min. east, and Jupiter 1 1 deg. 30 min. west of the

Sun will also appear very brilliant.

At the town of Charlie, in North Carolina, it will

be central and annular on the meridian, Lon. 81deg\
29 min. West, and Lat. 35 deg". 5 min. North.

The second will be of the Moon, February 26th, at

llh. 58m. in the forenjjpn, therefore invisible.

The third will be of tke Sun, August 7th, 6 at 5h.
11m. afternoon, invisible at Hartford, the Sun having
great South Latitude.

The fourth will be of the Moon, August 23d, be-
ginning- at 3h. 48m. p. m. partly visible.

EVENTS.
The first settlers of Connecticut came from Massa-

chusetts in the year 1635.

A constitution was formed in 1638, hy the planters

of Windsor, Hartford and Wethersfield. The General

Assembly was composed of Deputies from those towns,

and consisted of 12.

In 1639 the General Assembly defined and establish-

ed the town piivileges,and invested them with corporate

and civil powers.

In 1638 the General Assembly of Connecticut recom-

mended to the Clergy.to interrogate and instruct all the

youth in some orthodox catechism.

The Colony of New Haven was established shortly

after Connecticut. The Rev. John Davenport preach-

ed his first sermon in 1638, under an oak tree, near the

College Green.
The two Colonies were Consolidated under the

Charter, 1662.

The State Laws of Connecticut were printed in

1670 ; and it was provided by law that every family

should have a copy of them.
Yale College was chartered in Nov. 1701. The

Rev. Abraham Pierson, first Rector. It commenced
its oareer with less than a dozen scholars.

The Phi Beta Kappa Society, appertaining to Yale
College, was instituted in Nor. 1780.

Extract from the Law.
Sec 2. At the annual meeting of the electors of this

State, lift this State, in April, one thousand eight hun-
dred and thirty-five, and biennially thereafter, the elec-

tors, qualified by law to vote for town Representatives,

shall be called upon, by the presiding officer, to bring

in their ballots, for one person to be a representative

from this State in the Congress of the United States,

for the district in which the town where such meeting is

held, is situated ; which person ballotted for shall be-

long to and reside in the district in which he shall be
balloted for, as aforesaid. And each elector, present at

«mch meeting, and qualified as aforesaid, may thereupon
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bring in his ballot or suffrage, for such person as he
shall choose to be a Representative from this State in

the Congress of the United States, for the district in

which the town where such meeting is held, is situate,

with his name fairly expressed on a piece of paper.

—

The person having the highest number of votes shall

be declared duly elected for such district. And the

votes so given in, shall be received, counted, returned,

canvassed and declared, in the manner now provided
by law for the choice of Representatives for this State

in the Congress of the United States.

Sec. 3. When any vacancy shall happen in the rep-

resentation of the people of this State in the Congress
of the United States, in any district aforesaid, the Gov-
ernor of this State, for the time being, shall make out
writs of election, under his hand, directed to either con-
stable of the respective towns in such vacant district,

ordering a choice to fill such vacancy, and cause them
to be conveyed to the sheriff or sheriffs m such district,

who shall proceed with the same in all respects as is

provided in the act of which this is an alteration ; and
the proceedings in furtherance and in consequence of

such writs of election, shall be the same as is provided
in said act : and all the provisions of said act, of which
this is an alteration, as relate to the filling of any vacan-
cy in the Congress of the United State, shall be pursu-
ed and followed in the event of any writs of election as

aforesaid, in all respects, except as the same may, in

this act, be altered or limited.

[ The duties of the presiding officer, at the meeting
of the electors, are the same as in the choice of State

Senators.]

1834, was $11,702,905,31

quarter of 1834, are 20,624,717,94

Which will leave a balance on the 1st

From this sum however, must be deduct-

ed the amount of funds not available,

Leaving a real balance of $5,586,232,31

In the estimates of the year, have been
included, the remainder of the public
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debt which if not actually paid before

the end of the year, has a fund prepar-

ed ready to meet it, so that on the 1st

of January 1835, the entire public

debt which in 1816, amounted to 123,-

000,000 dollars, will have been dis-

charged

DESCRIPTION OF

GROVON MONUMENT.
[See the Frontispiece.]

This Monument was erected in the years 1830 and
1831, in commemoration of the brave patriots who
fell in the massacre in Fort Griswold, Sept. 6, 1781.

It stands on the summit of the Hill 70 rods from
the shore, near Fort Griswold, in Groton, on the East
bank of the river Thames and directly opposite the
centre of the city of New-London. The hill is one
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hundred and thirty feet above tide water, and rises

gradually from the river. The foundation rises one
foot above the surface, and is 26 feet square. The
Base is 24 feet square, of large massy granite, with
split faces, 3 feet high, each stone weighing 5 or 6 tons,

laid in regular courses. The stylobation or Dye is 22
feet square, of similar stone in size and appearance,
raised in regular courses or tiers, preserving a regular
bond, 17 feet high, with an entablature of hewn stone,

the architrave three feet face, and the cornice one foot

face, extending on each side one foot beyond the dye,

or 24 feet square, making the height from the ground
25 feet. On this cap is raised a square obelisk, 20 feet

base, 92 feet high, and 10 feet at top, of large rough
faced granite, laid in regular courses, preserving the

bond line throughout, finished at the top with wide
flat hewn stone, for a lookout, or place to stand on;

this is secured by a stout iron railing, on the outer edge
four feet high. On the top and in the centre of the

obelisk is a frame of iron and copper, rising 6 feet

above the iron railing, covered with thick Boston Glass
as a sky light, lighting the inside of the building, which
is round and conical. The ascent to the top, is by a
set of stone steps, 168 in number, rising in spiral form,

inserted in the inner wall, and secured at the other

end by an iron railing and bannisters, leaving the cen-

tre hollow, to admit light from above, affording a safe,

easy, and light passage to ascend.

On the top is a convenient door in the skylight,

which admits passing out on the stone platform, two
feet wide all around, between the iron railing and the

skylight, furnishing spectators a safe, and convenient

stand, from which to view the surrounding country.

—

On the south and west is presented the Ocean and
Long Island Sound, with its shores and Islandss and
on the north and east the country around. On three

sides vision may be extended as far as the naked eye

or a glass will reach ; and from the top is presented

one of the most sublime and extensive prospects, that

can be imagined ; it will amply repay the admirers of

nature for the toil of ascending.
