I \Voodrufl', U. S. A., son of George and Augusta S. W0odrufl' of

Marshall, Mi‘ch.,aged 23 years,
> Lieut. Woodruff graduated at the U. S. military academy at “West

2 Point in May, 1861, with a high grade of seholarship,’and with the
, general esteem of his class. He was one of the number of promising

young officerswho within the past three years have gone forth from
the academy to various positions in the federal army, and whose
merits and services, whenever fully and impartially recorded, will

\ not only render their names precious to every true patriot, but
,\ will also reflect the highest honor on that noble institution which
i has enabled them to exhibit a eonduetequal to their courage.

His standing being such as to give him a position in the ordnance,
' he nevertheless preferred the more active service of the artillery.
K In the first instance, however, he was ordered to the army of the
3 Potomac and to the position of assistant adjutant-general to Colonel
l and acting Brigadier-General Wilcox of Michigan; and took part in

the first battle of Bull Run in that capacity, and was engaged upon
, fl . l the most exposedportions of the fieldand in the thickest of the fight,

, _ retiring in company with the regulars who brought up the rear.
' - - Immediately after this he was promoted to a first lieutenancy, and

at his own request was assigned to his proper place in the artillery
of the regular army; being attached to what was then known as
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R1ckett’sBattery, somuch distinguished by its bravery, and its almost
complete destruction while doing its duty at a late battle in which
its heroic commander was wounded and captured. With this bat­
tery he continued to the end of his life, and to him is due no minor
share of the credit reflected on its ollicers by its wonderful drill, and
discipline, and consequent efliciency. Under his immediate com­
mand, for a large share of the time, it held from August, 1861, to
the June following, the important pass of Edward’s Ferry, exhibit­
ing, upon occasion, a skill which seemed to the observers scarcely
less than marvelous, in dislodging the enemy from his dangerous
lurking places upon the Virginia side of the Potomac. ­

In June, 1862, he moved down with his battery to the Peninsula.
_Hisfirst important action was at the battle’ of Fair Oaks, where‘ the
battery performed-a distinguished part. Gen. Richardson, who was"
then present, thus states the crisis of the action: “One and a half
hours before sunset, just as Coirch’sdivision were having their left
turned, the enemy penetrated between him and the corps of Heint­
zleman. Half an hour would have cut our column in two, which
would have insured the defeat of our army.”

Within this half hour the division of Gen. Sedgwick, led by this
battery, at quick time, came up; and to its rapid and well directed fire,
staggering the enemy’s advancing column and preparing the way
for the gallant charge led by Gen. Sedgwick in person, more than
to any other human cause, the result of the battle was due.

Gen. Sedgwick, in his ofiicial report of that action, thus refers
to the incident: “I would here mention with pride, that shortly
previous to the charge, Lieut. Kirby brought his battery into action
in a most gallant and spirited manner. His pieces, in charge of
Lieuts. Woodrufi and French, were run up and unlimbered, under
a very galling discharge of musketry, within less than one hundred
yards of the enemy; and opened a terrific fire with cannister and
spherical case, which contributed, in a very high degree to break
and finally scatter him.”

The battery was also engaged in two of the battles during the
seven days’ fight before Richmond, in which it was of great service.
And in order to contribute his utmost to the rescue of our army at
this time, Lieut. \Voodrufl' deferred yielding to an attack of billions
fever till the movement was ended, when he was obliged to succumb
and to remain very seriously sick for many weeks. But he recovered
his strength sufiiciently to rejoin his battery just on the eve of the
battle of Antietam, where, in consequence of the sickness and ab­
sence of Lieut. Kirby, the command devolved upon him. The able
manner in which he disposed his force and handled his guns upon
this occasion, while for a time deserted by his infantry supports,
saving by his prompt and judicious action half a mile of our line,
and contributing largely to the general success of our arms, was
graphically, though somewhat inaccurately depicted in the-Balm?
more American soon after; and was such as to call forth the per­

sonal compliments of Gen. McClellan. Gen. Sedgwick, the division
commander, being disabled early in the action, made no report of

this affair. But in a letter to the father of Lieut. Woodrufl" thus
alludes to it: “At the battle of Antietam I again had occasion to

' notice your son’sgallantry, then in command of his battery. Whilst
leaving the field, my horse‘ having been killed and myself badly
wounded, I was left for some time within the battery, which was
then engaged in repulsing, and did repulse, the column of the enemy
that had broken my division. No veteran could have selected a
better position, and no one could have shown more gallantry in dc.­
fendin it.” ­

At tghebattle of Fredericksburgh this battery was among those
ordered acrossthe river, and the section commanded by lneut. )Vood­
rufi, -the only portion that was so, was engaged for a time with the
enemy. Again at Chancellorville, the battery occupied a promi.
nent position; and it was here that Lieut. Kirby receivedthe wound
which resulted in his death soon after. The command new again
devolved upon Lieut. Woodrulf, which command he held in all sub­
sequent’ engagements till death severed the connection. _ .

The next and last action, or rather series of actions, in which he
was engaged were those ever memorable ones at Grettysburgh on the
2d and 3d of July, 1863. On the 2d, the battery was engaged in‘
four artillery fights and /in one battle. And on the 3d, it was engaged
in eight artillery fights and in one battle before 1 o’clock 1_>.M. ; when,
in the wordsof abrother oflicer, an eye-witness and participator in the
scene, addressedto the father of Lieut. W'oodrufl, “ the most tarrifio
battle of the war opened. For an hour and a half your son’s and
three other batteries bore the concentrated fire of one hundred _and
fifty guns. Then the rebel infantry moved forward to attack in front
of the batteries. Our front was soon cleared, and George rode up
and ordered me to go with two guns to the support of the other bat­
teries, which were in danger of being taken. He was turning to go
to the rest of the battery, when amusket ball struck him on the
right of the spine issuing near the lower 1‘ib.”.

This proved to be a mortal Wound, and which he seems to have
felt to be such. Upon being helped to dismount, he extended his
hand to his friend, and next in command, Lieut. Egan, and bade
him good-bye. He survived, however, till the next day, beariiig
the pain of his deadly wound without a groan or a_murmnr; his dying
moments being soothed by the kind care of his surgeon and the
alfectionate attentions of his brother ofiicers and men, and by the
consciousnessof having discharged the highest duty a human being
can perform, and more than all, as we humbly trust, by that Chris­
tian faith in which he had been trained from infancy, and from
which jnhis manhood, he did not depart. _ _

Tholurrhstill only a lieutenant in the regular army, his merit had
been recaoonizedon the field by recommendation for a captain brevet
at Fair Odks, and subsequently at other actions on the peninsula for
those of major and lieutenant-colonel._

He was buried by his companions in arms on’ the field where he
had fought so well ; and where he expressed a wish that he might bei
laid. But his remains were shortly afterwards removed to the rum
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cemetery of his native town, and placed beside those of his beloved
mother, who had preceded him to the spirit land less than a month
before. She being taken away suddenly from the evil to come, and
he, as it since appears, Without ever learning, though repeatedly
written to respecting it, the bitter news-of her death. Heaven thus
kindly shielding each from the crushing sorrow.

Thus has gone another precious sacrifice to the fell spirit of this
unnatural rebellion. Another witness before the judgment seat
against those at whose door lies the guilt of this fearful strife.

Inscrutable, indeed, are the doings of Him who so often calls away
the young just entering upon the active stage of life, matured for its
duties and enjoyments, appearing on it only long enough to inspire
proud hopes of their brilliant success, and then suddenly withdrawn.
Yet of all the victims which death has gathered in this oruel war,
there has fallen none whosecharacter had a juster claim to respect
and admiration. Truth, duty and kindness were the elements out of
which it grew; and no nobler illustration of each’could be found in
all the patriot host gathered with him to the defence of the govern­
ment and the preservation of the Union. The temptation and license

' -of the camp never betrayed him to forgetfulness of a faithful mother’s
teachings. A brother ofiicer, who knew him long and well. speaks
of him thus : “ For three years we were hourly companions at the
military academy, and since I have been ‘in service he was my model
and guide; and I can truly tell you I know of no virtue he wanted
or onevice that he possessed.” But pure, good and dear as he was-a a
most dutiful son, an afiectionate brother, devoted friend, true patriot
and soldier—he has gone, as we may humbly hope, where Christian
heroes and martyrs have gone before him. His work was done,

MAJOR-GENERAL JOHN SEDGWICK,
(See No. 3096.)

Was b. 13 Sept, 1813, at Cornwall, Conn., and was a grand nephew
of Judge Theodore Sedgwick of Stockbridge, who was a judge of
the supreme court of Massachusetts. He was a descendant of the
eighth generation from Major-«GeneralRobert Sedgwick of Charles­
town, Mass. one of the first settlers of that town, who “was
nursed up in London’s artillery garden, and was stout and active
in all feats of war.” That descent was as follows: 1. William,
the second son of Major-Gen. Robert Sedgwick, in. Elizabeth Stone,
of Hartford. 2. Samuel Sedgwick, their only child, In. Mary
Hopkins, and had twelve children. 3. Benjamin Sedgwick, their
youngest son, m. Anne Thompson, and had six children. 4. Gen.
John Sedgwiclc of Cornwall, their eldest son, m. Abigail Andrews
and had twelve children. 5. Benjamin Sedgwick, their fourth son,
m. Olive Collins, and was the father of Major-Gen. John Sedgwick.

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John Sedgwick graduated at the West Point military academy in
1837, and was appointed 1 July, 1837, a second lieutenant of artil­
lery, and promoted to a first lieutenancy in 1839. He was in the
battles of Contreras and Churubusco in Mexico, in August, 1847;
and received a captain’s brevet for his gallantry there. He was
again honorably mentioned in Gen. Worth’s report of the bloody
battle of Molino del Rey, on the 8th of September, 1847. For his
gallantry on that occasion, and at the taking of Chapultapec, and
the San Cosmo gate of the city of Mexico,‘ five days later, he
received the brevet of a.major. In 1849 he was appointed a captain,
and in 1855 he:was made a major of the first regiment of cavalry.
On the 25th of April, 1861, he ,wa.s._appointedcolonel‘of the fourth
regiment of cavalry in the regular army, and on the 31st of August,
the same year, he was made a brigadier-general of volunteers. In
the battles near Richmond, in June and July, 1862, he commanded
a division in Gen. Sumner.’s army corps. And ;on the 4th of July,
1862, he was appointed a major-general‘ of "volunteers. He was
severely wounded at the sanguinary battle of Antietam, in Mary­
land, 17th September, 1862; and upon his recovery he was signed
to the command of the ninth -arm-ycorps in the armyof the otomac.
And by hard fighting and goodrgeneralship he saved_his army corps
from destruction near Fredericksburgh in Ma , 1863, after the dis­
astrous defeat of General Hooker at Chancellorville ‘had left that .
army corps to sustain theattacl; of the massed forces of the rebel
army. And he arrived at -Gettysburgh, with the. sixth’ army corps
under his command,in time to participate in the latter partof the’
sanguinary conflict which was carried on there the‘ three first days

- of July, 1863. . ' p ' ' '
Again, on the 7th Nov-.,1863, with the fifth and sixth army corps

under his command, he surprised and captured_ a strong"position of
the confederates on the north side of the Rappahannock river-‘inVir­
ginia, near the Rappahannock" Station, and took about 1500 prison­
ers. And he and his troops were complimented in general orders
by General Mead, the commander of the army of the Potomac, for
this gallant exploit; in which about 400 of his command were
killed and wounded.

MAJOR-GENERAL JOHN POPE.

(No. 6111+)
Was the third son of Judge Nathaniel Pope of Kaskaskia, Ill.,

formerly of Kentucky, and was, through his maternal grandmother,
Lucretia Hubbard of New London, Conn., descended from Gov.
Leverett. of Mass, and from the Rev. William Hubbard of Ips­
wich, the historian of New England. Through his maternal
ancestress. Mabel Harlakenden, the second wife of Gov. Haynes
of Hartford, he was also descended from Alfred the Great, from
William the Conqueror, from the earls of Warwick and the earls
of Stafibrd, and from other kings and other nobility of England.
(See Nos. 2139, 7038, and Appendix A.)

He graduated at West Point military academy in 1842, and was
appointed asecond lieutenant in the corpsof topographical engineers.
He was at the taking of Monterey, in Mexico, in September, 1846,
by the troops under Gen. Taylor; and was promoted to a first lieu­
tenancy, his commission to date from the 23d of Sept., 1846. He
was at the battle of Buena Vista in February, 1847, and for his
services there, received the brevet rank of captain. He was sub­
sequently employed to test the feasibility of supplying water on the
arid plains between Texas and New Mexico by means of Artesian
wells. In July, 1856, he was promoted to the full rank of captain
of topographical engineers; and held that officein Feb., 1861, when
he was detailed as one of the ofiicers to conduct the president elect
to the seat of government at Washington.

On the 17th of May, 1861, after the commencement of the civil
war, he was appointed a brigadier-general of volunteers, by Presi­
dent Lincoln, and was assigned to a command in Missouri, and was
at the battle of Blackwater. In March, 1862, he was appointed a
major-general of volunteers; was assigned the command of the
troops in Missouri, who were to co-operate with the flotilla under
the command of Capt. Foote of the navy, in reducing the con­
federate works at Island No. 10 in the Mississippi river, near
New Madrid. He marched to New Madrid and captured it, on
the 14 March, 1862. A canal was subsequently cut through the
inundated forest on the Missouri side of the river; by means of
which Gen. I-’ope’stroops were enabled to cross the Mississippi in
transports, so as to get in the rear of the confederate batteries on
the opposite side of the river. This having been accomplished on
the 7th of April, by a division of Gen. Pope’s troops, under the
command of Gen. Paine, the troops on the island surrendered to
Capt. Foote'on the night of the 7th of April. And Gen. Pope’s
land forces the next day succeeded in capturing several thousand
of the confederate troops on the Tennessee side of the river. He
was appointed brigadier-general of volunteers on the 21 March, 1862.

In April, 1862, after the battle of Shiloh, when Gen. Halleck
arrived upon the ground where that battle had been fought, he

-«_.—.,_,_L
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found Gen. Grant’s army much reduced; and called to him Gen.
Pope, and all his forces, from the neighborhood of New Madrid and
Fort Pillow, and placed him and his corps on the left wing of the
army which was to advance upon the confederate stronghold at
Corinth. The march commenced on the 27th of April, and be­
tween that and the 16th of May there were frequent skirmishes
with the enemy. And there were two sharp engagements at and
around Farinington, a few miles east of Corinth, in which Gen.
Pope’s division was prominent. The siege of Corinth commenced
on the 20th Of May, 1862. On the 28 of’May the left wing of the
army, under General Pope, attacked what ‘afterwards was found to
be the most important part of the confederate works; which attack
was most vigorously resisted. The next day Gen‘.Pope opened upon
